1. Interpretation:  comprehend and express the significance of an experience or event
2. Analysis:  identify intended and actual relationships among statements
3. Evaluation:  assess the credibility of statements
4. Inference:  identify and secure elements needed to draw reasonable conclusions
5. Explanation: ability to state the results of one’s reasoning
6. Self-regulation:  ability self-consciously to monitor one’s cognitive activites
