Prospectus


I have decided to create an organization that will work on environmental cleanup.  There are a variety of types of work that this organization would do, from cleaning up parks, planting trees and other native plants, to cleaning up areas of a city.  Initially there will be two people who are “in charge”, that is, they will do the organization of duties and work with people who want to use our services, finding work and that sort of thing.  


The majority of work will be done on a volunteer basis, utilizing many people who live in the community that the area is in, but also anybody who has a desire to travel and to help.  


One area I see getting funding is from, for example, a company who owns a plot of land and wants work done on it.  Rather than going out and spending thousands of dollars to get another company to do the work, they could come to us where the costs would consist mostly of materials (garbage bags, plants, paint, whatever may be needed for the particular job) along with a small fee that would go to organizational costs, possibly to help offset travel costs for some people, any paper work that may need to be done, etc.  This sort of money will vary depending on how much is needed and how much money is offered.  If there were extra, the money would of course be carried over towards the next project.


Because this is a primarily volunteer basis, there will not be a lot of need for significant amounts of money, however any money that does come in will be carried over and held for future projects, sustaining the organization and also helping in cases where adequate money can not be offered or for projects that we choose to do ourselves.  For example, perhaps a citizen has a desire to see a local park cleaned up but there is not any money that can come in to fund it.  We could use built-up money to pay for materials and such to carry out this clean-up.


Initially, due to not knowing the size and amount of projects, I feel that two people will be sufficient to organize work among the volunteers and search out projects.  However, if the organization grows then more people could be added to make sure things work smoothly.

Also, volunteers who give time may also give money, and we would do fund-raisers along the lines of those that raise money for health research.  That is, we would find an area that needs to be cleaned and we could do a sort of thing where people would donate an amount of money for each hour a volunteer works.  Other fund-raising would certainly be possible and could be suggested by volunteers and those in the community.


Materials would be dependent on what kind of work is done, and so not a lot of on-hand materials would be kept.  There would be things that would be such as brooms and wheelbarrows, these types of things, but a lot of the things like garbage bags, plants,  paint, things that are frequently bought or dependent on the project would be paid for by the company hiring us, or if we have excess funds to do it, by ourselves.


This organization will serve anybody who requires environmental clean-up work, from companies to local governments to concerned citizens.  Because we operate with volunteers we could keep costs low and would hopefully be a frequently utilized organization and so bring in enough money to keep things running well.
